	PART 2: READING

In 1991 a German couple Helmut and Erika Simon spotted it while hiking on a melting glacier in the Alps along the border between Austria and Italy. No sooner had they inspected it closely than they realized that what seemed to be a doll’s head was a human body. Lying on its front and frozen in ice below the trunk, the corpse represented a 5,300 year old almost intact mummy.

It took some days, however, before the discovery was fully appreciated by experts and became 

a worldwide sensation. At first, as it was not known who had jurisdiction, police from both sides of the border were called. Assuming that they came to investigate the death of an ill-fated climber Austrian authorities followed normal procedure and attempted to free the remains with a jackhammer. Fortunately the tool ran out of compressed air before it could do further harm after it had slightly ripped the body’s garments and part of its hip. 

Eventually the body was hacked out with an ice pick-axe and transported to Innsbruck for initial research. Objects recovered at the site, including a flint dagger and a leather pouch, quickly led the scientists to believe that the owner was a relic from some ancient time rather than a modern climber. The head of the Institute for Prehistory compared his astonishment at the discovery to what Howard Carter experienced when he opened the tomb of Tutankhamen and gazed into the face of the pharaoh.

In 1998 the Austro-Italian survey team determined the Iceman, whom they nicknamed Otzi, was found on Italian soil. The body, now housed at the museum in Bolzano, Italy, was then extensively examined, measured, X-rayed and dated with the purpose of establishing his identity, background and the cause of his death. Gradually, as investigation proceeded a broad picture of the Iceman and his time emerged. Examination revealed, for example, that as for his facial features he would not draw stares from the contemporary people. In addition, much to the expert’s surprise, his clothes, including a woven grass cloak, leather vest and shoes, were quite sophisticated. The waterproof shoes made of bearskin, deer hide, bark and grass have been found to constitute such excellent footwear that there were plans for commercial production.

Almost two decades passed but scientists from all over the world never lost interest in this astounding discovery.  Recent advances in computerised tomography, X-ray scans with their multidimensional imaging helped the researchers to verify initial theories that the Iceman died of hypothermia and hunger or was a victim of religious sacrifice. According to the latest findings, the Iceman, was shot in the back with an arrow and, most likely, bled to death. His skull also bears some cracks from a blow or fall onto the rocks. There are still many speculations about the circumstances of the sustained injuries.

And what happened to Helmut and Erica Simon?  Finding Otzi brought Mr Simon and his wife little happiness. Their discovery, hailed as one of the most extraordinary Neolithic finds, entitled them to a finder’s fee of 25 % of the value of the Iceman but it took the couple until 2003 to be legally recognised as the Otzi's finders. A year later, Helmut Simon failed to return from a climb on the 2150-metre Gamskarkogel in the Austrian Alps. German and Austrian newspapers were speculating whether Mr Simon had fallen foul of the "Otzi curse", suggesting that his loss was punishment for having disturbed the Iceman’s resting place. Finally, in 2008 after a long legal dispute, Erika received €150,000 in recognition of her and her late husband’s discovery.

The master of horror, Stephen King, has finally released his latest book. It is one of those books that can make the hairs on your back bristle and leave you with a creepy feeling that perhaps your own house is not such a safe place as you might have thought.  [1   ]


The novel starts with the life of the main protagonist going through a major life changing event. Edgar Freemantle is a 57 year old contractor involved in a terrible accident in which a large crane smashes into his truck. This accident takes away his memory, his right arm, and eventually, his marriage…


When Edgar wakes up in the hospital he finds it difficult to adjust to a new situation. The head injury combined with the tremendous pain he has to endure cause him to get his words mixed up, turn his temper into red rages and question the world he sees around him. Apart from that, he realizes to his horror that his missing arm itches terribly. While going through an intense physical and mental rehabilitation, Edgar experiences symptoms of deep depression. [ 2   ]  At this point, seeing how close his patient is to suicide, Edgar’s psychologist recommends a change of scenery and a hobby. Edgar used to draw so he decides to take up painting and following his therapist's advice moves to a beautiful, remote location on Florida's West Coast: Duma Key.


He rents a house that faces the ocean over the Gulf of Mexico. It’s an idyllic place where he can listen to the sea and paint. Encouraged by his youngest daughter, Freemantle soon discovers a unique talent for painting. Recognizing his first series of sunsets as clichéd, he hangs inanimate objects over the horizon in a style reminiscent of Salvador Dali. [ 3     ] He also notices that when the itching from his phantom arm gets too hard to bear, his painting alleviates the itch and pain. In fact whenever he paints, he falls into a trance-like state. The resulting work is surrealistic and seems to have sinister implications. Something strange and disturbing happens with his pictures: they become predictive, even dangerous for those who buy them.


As Edgar’s injuries start to improve he strolls along the beach, each day walking further and further until he finally reaches his nearest neighbours: the elderly owner of Duma Key Elizabeth Eastlake and her guardian, Wireman. A friendship develops between Wireman and Freemantle and Edgar soon learns that Elisabeth, who is a patron of the arts on Duma Key, has got secrets locked away by her disease - Alzheimer’s. [ 4     ] In one of her rare moments of lucidity, Elisabeth warns Edgar to move his paintings off the island and to keep his daughters away from visiting the place. “Daughters don't do well on Duma”, she tells him.


[ 5     ] The horror at Duma Key rises slowly, like high tide, almost invisibly until you suddenly realize you are waist deep in it and the beach is gone. To detail the whole story would ruin the surprises for the reader. Needless to say there will be terrible consequences for all, especially Edgar, whose talent is both a curse and a gift.
